Homework Spot-Check Guidelines

· All homework is to be completed in pencil only.   Pen (even erasable pen) will not be accepted.
· Show work on homework as if you’re trying to get maximum credit for a problem on a test.  The         
     way you treat your homework assignments will correlate to the way you attempt test  
     problems.
· Grading of homework should be done with green, red, blue, or purple.  Draw an “X” through 

                incorrect answers and write the correct answer beside the problem (in pen). 

· ALL missed/unattempted problems should be reworked on color copy paper (provided in the 

               classroom) within two days of grading.  Do not forget to do this – your homework assessment 

               grades will suffer!
· Homework requirements: the lesson number, the page number and assigned problems, and parent 

                 signature under the last problem you worked at home.
· Assignments will be spot-checked for completion.   For a homework assignment to be considered 

     complete, every problem must be attempted—meaning a sincere and noticeable effort was put 
                forth to  arrive at answers. Do not be afraid to attempt problems, whether you answer them 
           correctly or incorrectly. Remember, you learn best from your mistakes and spot checks are  

     not graded for accuracy.
               • 4 points will be awarded if every problem is attempted and a substantial amount of work 
                       is shown for each problem and all homework requirements are met. 

               • 3 points will be awarded if most problems are attempted and a substantial amount of 
                        work is shown for each problem. 

               • 2 points will be awarded if the assignment is half completed and a substantial amount 
                         of work was shown for completed problems. 

               • 1 point will be awarded if more than 25% but less than 50% of the assignment is 
                          completed and a substantial amount of work is shown. 

               • 0 points will be awarded if less than 25% of the assignment is completed, no work is 
                           shown (only answers), or the assignment is not attempted at all.
                        Homework that receives a point value of 0 or 1 may be raised to 2 points IF the 
                        homework is turned into the “LATE” basket before first block the following day.  
                        To receive 2 points, however, the homework must be worthy of an original 4 pts.
